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Remark 6: Students enrolled since Academic Year 2024 will be awarded Associate Degree of Liberal Arts if they meet all graduation requirements.
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Remark 7: The "Service Learning" course includes 36 hours for service and 8 hours for class. It does not count toward the minimum graduation credits required. Students enrolled since Academic Year 2000 for full-time
programs shall take at least one service-learning course prior to graduation. The service-learning courses shall be conducted in accordancew with the NTUB Service-learning Course Implementation Guidelines.
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
