(If majoring or minoring in one of the second foreign languages
in junior colleage, one is allowed to take advanced electives with permission.) 2. Passing Course (1) is prequisite for taking Course (I1).
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Remark 2 : Students need to pass foreign language proficiency test, as indicated in the Foreign Languages Test Proficiency Guidelines.
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Remark 3: Given practical circumstances, adjustments can be made to compulsory and elective courses regarding what semester to start them.
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Remark 4: Students who start their programs since 2020need to take six-hour Academic Ethics Education for fulfilling graduation requirements.
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Remark 5:This department places a limit on the transfer credits from another post-secondary institution, from another department of NTUB, or from the evening programs of AFL at 12credits.
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Remark 6: Students who start their programs in Fall 2023 will be awarded Associate of Arts upon graduation.
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Remark 7:Service-learning course, including 36 hours of service and 8 hours of class time. It does not count toward the minimum total number of credits for graduation. Starting year 2000, full-time day students enrolled in

the Department of Applied Foreign Languages must take at least one service-learning course to graduate. The arrangement of service-learning courses follows the university’s Service-learning Course Implementation

Guidelines.
