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Remark 3 : If necessary, adjustments may be made to compulsory and elective courses regarding in which semester they are offered.
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Remark 4 : Students enrolled since Academic Year 2020 shall take the six-hour Academic Ethics Education prior to graduation.
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Remark 5 : Starting from Academic Year 2024, all newly admitted students shall meet at least one of the information literacy certification requirements specified in the NTUB Student Information Literacy Assessment Regulations in order

to be eligible for graduation.
